NORTH SHORE UNITED WAY SETS $1.2 MILLION GOAL

Meany was given the first annual LIVE UNITED Leadership Award in recognition of his outstanding leadership of the Y.  “It was fitting to launch our 2011 LIVE UNITED Campaign with our friends from the Y, since we have been long-time partners on the North Shore.  We’ve awarded the Y more than $3 million since we first partnered with them in 1942.  They offer services to children and families in every one of our 5 Community Impact areas: basic needs, child and after school care, housing, health care and youth substance abuse prevention,” said Casey.
